He proceeded to inspect some Federal education institutions in the Northwest zone.

He decried the abysmal maintenance attitude of government employees and urged
better care for our joint patrimony. This was also his charge after his inspection at
the next stop at the Federal Polytechnic. Kazaure. Hon Nwajiuba continued his
inspection of facilities when he arrived at Minjibri lga home of Fed. Girls College
Minjibri where he also charged those running Federal institutions to come to the
table with more dedication and patriotism. He was however effusive in his praise
of the principal and staff as well as the old boys & girls of the Fed. Govt College
Kano. He took an extensive evaluation of the commitment of the staff vis a viz the
challenge of the terrain and capacity. He urges them to keep up the spirit and work
even harder, as the result of hard work is often more work.
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
